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Curriculum Silvia Colombini Soprano

The Roman young soprano, enthusiastically defined by the German paper Orpheus as “a discovery, sure in the tops and with a warm and sweet piano”, comes from a family of famous musicians and singers, such as Roberto Stagno, Giuseppe Bellantoni and Edoardo Camera.She began her musical studies with her grandfather, the composer Giancarlo Colombini and graduated in violin. She worked for three years as a violinist (also collaborating with “Clara Schumann orchestra”, the first Italian female orchestra). She started her singing studies with Hagint Vartanian in Rome, then, following the advice of Edita Gruberovas, with Ruthilde Boesch in Wien. She won three international singing competitions and made her debut in 1998 at the Wiener Kammeroper as Adele (Die Fledermaus). This production participated at a long tour in Japan. 

In the season 2000/2001 Silvia Colombini sang Norina (Don Pasquale), Gilda (Rigoletto), Oscar (Un ballo in maschera ), Gretel (Hänsel und Gretel), Despina (Così fan tutte), Olympia (Les Contes d’Hoffmann) and Susanna (Le nozze di Figaro) at the Aalto-Theater in Essen, Germany, under the conduction of Stefan Soltesz. 

In 2001 she was Norina in Bern, director Eike Gramss, and Cordelia at the Turin Teatro Regio in the Italian première of “Lear” by Aribert Reimann, director Luca Ronconi, and at the Dresdener Semperoper. Since 2001 she also started to collaborate with the Münchner Rundfunkorchester and she interpreted Vivetta in the Cilea’s Arlesiana, under the condution of Marcello Viotti. Due to her excellent tops she is able to manage the most difficult roles of coloratura. In 2002 she made her debut as Königin der Nacht at the Semperoper and at the Oper Köln. She sang Oscar  (Un ballo in maschera) at the Arena di Verona. In 2003 she was Musetta (La Bohème) at the Teatro Bellini in Catania and on the very successful tour in Japan. She also made her debut at Teatro Massimo of Palermo in the title role of Lakmé and as 1. Elf in the new production of Die Ägyptische Helena at Salzbuger Festspiele. In 2004 she returned in Dresden as Blonde (Die Entführung aus dem Serail) and in Köln as Adina (L’Elisir d’amore). She was Amina (La Sonnambula) at the Teatro Bellini of Catania and will go once again on tour in Japan in 2005. She sang in the Carmina Burana with the orchestra of Bari with the presence of Pope Paul Joseph II in the Nervi/Paolo VI chamber at the Vatican. Besides her opera-activities, Silvia Colombini gave recitals with Bayerischer Rundfunk Orchestra, Rai International, the German television channel Vox, the Bruckner Festival in Linz 2002 and at a concert organized by the Italian Ambassy and the Mehli Metha Music Foundation in 2003. Until now she has worked with the following orchestra conductors: Arthur Fagen, Miguel Gomez-Martinez, Milan Horvat, Friedemann Layer, Fabio Luisi, Zoltan Pesko, Donato Renzetti, Dennis Russell Davies, Stefan Soltesz, Marcello Viotti.

In 2005 she sang Königin der Nacht  (Die Zauberflöte) at the Berlin Staatsoper. 

In 2006 she made her debut in Brussels with Elisa (Il re pastore) at the Théâtre Royal de la Monnaie in Brussels, in Lissabon as Blondchen and Despina, in Bari and Las Palmas as Blondchen.
In November 2006 she was Despina in the new production of “Così fan tutte” at Teatro Sao Carlos di Lisbona (opening season) conducted by Mario Martone and directed by Donato Renzetti.

In July 2007 she was the protagonist of Elisir d’amore performed in front of 30.000 audience in Tel Aviv with New Israeli Opera.

She has been engaged in two important japanese tournèe singing in Tokyo (Bunka kaikan) and in all the most important japanese theatres.

In May 2008 she will be again Despina forl Festival La Coruña.
