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Curriculum Pauline Courtin Soprano

Born in France in 1977, Paulette Courtin attended the International Festival of Art Lyrique in Aix-en-Provence. In 1995 she began her singing studies with the soprano Sumi Jo and with the tenor Tibère Raffalli, obtaining the Diplom with the best note at the Conservatory of Marsiglia in June 1999. In the same year she improved herself in the Centre d’Etudes Musicales Supérieures of Toulouse, attending the lessons of the soprano  Francoise Pollet.

She sang the Oratorio di Natale of Saint-Saens, the Exultate Jubilate of Mozart and the song of Bach at the Festival of Holy Musique in Marseille. She interpreted the Stabat Mater of Pergolesi at the Festival of Holy Musique in Nice. 

M° Gibault invited her to sing in Die Entführung aus dem serail of Mozart, so she made her  debut in 2000 at the Theatre Argentina in Rome and at the theatre of Giglio in Lucca, in the role of  Blondchen, director F. Sparvoli. She sang Despina (Così fan tutte), director P. Montarsolo and Iphis (Jephta of Haendel).

In 2001 she made her debut in the Theatre Comunale of Bologna in the role of Marie  in the Opera of Fabio Vacchi Les Oiseaux de passage directed by Daniele Abbado and then in the Magnificat of Bach. In 2002 she sang in Hänsel und Gretel of Humperdinck (Sandmädchen and Taumädchen) at the National Theatre of Rome, directed by Simona Marchini. 

In 2003 she partecipated at the Enfant et les sortilèges of Ravel at the Théâtre du Châtelet of Paris (La Princesse, Le Feu, Le Rossignol), and at Don Quichotte of Massenet at the Opera in Nice (Pedro), under the conduction of  M° A. Guingal.

In 2004 she had already sung L’Heritière (Lucy) in Marseille, Le Nozze di Figaro (Barbarina) at the Théâtre des Champs Elysées Paris and at the Barbican Centre in London, Luthier de Venise at the Théâtre du Châtelet Paris (Cat) and she is currently engaged in Les trois enigmes (Ossaia) at l’Opéra de Montpellier.

Last projects include Die lustigen Weiber von Windsor (Anna) by Otto Nicolai in Bayreuth (April 2005) Le Nozze di Figaro (Barbarina) at the Théâtre des Champs Elysées Paris (September-October 2005) Die Entführung aus dem serail  (Blondchen) in St. Etienne (2006).

Rigoletto (Gilda) in Bordeaux, Princesse Czardas (Stasi) in Avignon. 

She will be at the Opera of Paris in “Nozze di Figaro” by Christophe Marthaler’s and  Despina in Esplanade-Opera in St Etienne, Eurydice in "Orphée aux Enfers" in Metz Opera, Soeur Constance in "Les Dialogues des Carmélites" by Poulenc in Nizza.

In 2009 she sings “Les Dialogues des Carmélites” and “Pelléas et Melisande” in Brasil, “Orphée aux Enfers” (Eurydice) in Aix en Provence, “Werther” at Grand Theatre of Leeds (UK).

In 2010 she will sings “La Vie parisienne” in Toulouse, “Le Paradi et La Péri” in Paris and Bruxelles, “Valses de Vienne” at the Opera of Avignon and Reims, “Don Pasquale” at San Sebastian’s Festival, “Ariane et Barbebleue” at Concertgebouw in Amsterdam. Moreover she will take part in a tournée in Emirats Arabes and Quatar. In 2011 she will sing  “Dialogues des Carmélites” at the Opera of Avignon.
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
