Raffaele Costantini, bass, student of the tenor Wiliam Matteuzzi, from 1994 has an intense concertistic activity, performing pieces of  buffo and serious’s repertory.

In 1995 he won Lina Pagliughi’s competition in Cesena becaming DON BARTOLO in Rossini’s Barbiere.
In ‘96 he had been chosen for the role of  FERRANDO in Verdi’s Trovatore in Theatre V.Basso in Ascoli Piceno. With the R.O.F. in Pesaro he performed the role of Moise in Moise et Pharaon. In Jesi with Theatre G.B.Pergolesi performed LODOVICO in Verdi’s Otello, in the same season he took part at the Verdi’s festival in Macau (Cina pop) singing  Ramfis in Aida. At the Theatre Poliziano in  Montepulciano he made his debut in two important roles, SIMONE in Puccini’s Gianni Schicchi and MUSTAFA’ in L’Italiana in Algeri by G.Rossini, with M° De Tomasi. In the seasons 99/00/01 Raffaele Costantini worked with the main italian theatres to carry out Rossini’s Cenerentola in the role of D.MAGNIFICO,  Rossini’s Le Comte Ory in the role of LE GOUVERNER, and Mozart’s La clemenza di Tito in the role of PUBLIO. For Rossini’s Festival of Wildbad, he performed the role of ASDRUBALE in La pietra del paragone by G.Rossini with Maestro A.De Marchi. In Lima, with the tenor J.D.Florez, he performed the role of ASSUR in La Semiramide by G.Rossini. In Oporto, Theatre Coliseu, he sang COLLINE in Puccini’s Boheme, OROVESO in Bellini’s Norma and PISTOLA in Verdi’s Falstaff. In the seasons 03/4/5/6 he worked again with the Theatre Coliseu in Oporto singing in the role of DOTT.BARTOLO in W.A.Mozart’s Le nozze di Figaro, FERRANDO in Trovatore and Don Basilio in Rossini’s Barbiere.

In 2005/06 he recorded the trilogy of Claudio Monteverdi, performing the roles of Seneca in L’incoronazione di Poppea, Nettuno, in Il ritorno d’Ulisse in Patria and Caronte in Orfeo. Moreover the bass performed don Basilio in Athen and Oporto,  he sang Seneca also with the Lombard lyric Circuit, with Maestro Dantone. He had two concerts in The Carnegie Hall in New York. 

He will record for the Deutche Grammophone an Haendel’s unpublished with M° Alan Curtis, and G.Cavalli’s L'Ercole amante with the orchestra “I Barocchisti” conducte by M° Diego Fasolis. 

The bass had many concerts in Spain and Italy with M° Claudio Cavina, Conductor of  VENEXIANA, and sang the role of  PLUTONE in BALLO DELLE INGRATE , Caronte, Plutone in Orfeo. 
He will sing Haendel’s Messia and the cantata n. 82 by J.S.Bach in the Hause of music in Oporto. He will be the soloist bass in Nascita del verbo in collaboration with Pietà dei turchini’s chapel (conductor M°Antonio Florio), in Paris, Bruxelles, Luxemburg, and Polifemo in Haendel’s Aci Galatea e Polifemo (in Naples and Milan).
He will perform Claudio in Agrippina and the Scotland king in Ariodante by Haendel, conducted by M°Curtis.

Regarding the symphonic, he sang the Magnificat by J.S.Bach, the Requiem by Mozart, the Stabat Mater, the Petite messe solennelle by G.Rossini and the Beethoven’s IX Symphony.
He attended the Rossini’s Accademy with M° Zedda with R.O.F. in Pesaro, and he took part in several masters with M° C.Desderi about rossini’s vocal.
