Curriculum Anne Pareuil Mezzosoprano
Born in France from Italian and French parents, Anne Pareuil in the first part of her life lived in Ivory Coast,  than returned to Paris to start her musical studies at the National Superior Music Conservatory of Paris, in the class of Jane Berbié, who discovered her warm voice of  mezzosoprano.

In 1986 she won the First Price at “Concours des Maitres du Chant Francais”, in 1987 the Price of Maurice Ravel at the “Concours International du Tryptique” for her interpretation of Historires Naturelles. In 1994 started to work at the Ecole d’Art Lyrique of the Opera in Parigi – Bastille where she took part of “Brigands” by  Hoffenbach. Next year worked in “Dialogues des Carmelites” by Poulenc, conducted by Cyril Diederich  and directed by Alain Garichot at  Palais Garnier, in the role of Mere Marie de l’Incarnation.
In  1986, in her 24th year, Anne Pareuil sang with the baritone Josè Van Dam at the theatre of Paris.– Debuted in short time in many different european lyric productions.

From 1986 to 1993 she interprets the roles of:

· Myrtale in Thais by Massenet and Zweite Dame in Die Zauberflote of Mozart for the theaters of Metz and Rennes.

· Annio in La clemenza di Tito of Mozart at the opera of Angers.

· Feodor in Boris Godunov of Mussorgski at the opera of Strasburg.

· Le Perichole of Offenbach at the opera of Nancy and at the Esplanade of Saint-Etienne.

· Die Dritte Freundin in Silent Screams of Knapik and Fabre for the theaters of Rouen, Kassel, the opera of Flandres and the radio of  Varsavia.
· Rossweisse in Der ring des Nibelungen  of  Wagner for Radio france (dir. Marek Janowsky).

Anne Pareuil was debuting in the United States in the american production of  Evocations by Albert Roussel, directed by Pascal Verrot and then at a recital of melodies

of  Ernest Chausson at the lnternational Festival Insitute of Round-Top (Austin – Texas).

The current repertoire of  Anne Pareuil is the contralto  repertoire and comprehends works of the french, repertoire as Barbe-Bleu of Paul Dukas and Samson et Dalila of Saint-Saens, of the italian verism as La Gioconda of Ponchielli, and of the german with the works of Wagner to range in the world of the lied and in holy music.

At the same time to her theatral carrier Anne Pareuil debuts every year in recitals of melodies and lieder. Her repertoire comprehends the following works:

She does regulary every year many operas of holy music, Mozart and Duruflé’s Requiem,    Pergolesi and Rossini’s Stabat Mater, Rossini’s Te Deum and Beethoven’s  Nona sinfonia and la Messa in Do Maggiore.

For radio and tv she has recorded the recital in duo with José Van Dam broadcasted by Radio-France in 1986, “Trouver sa voix” broadcasted in 1992, the operas Der Ring des Nibelungen and Die Walkure by  Wagner conducted by Marek Janowsky (broadcasted by Radio-France in 1991) and the Rossini’s Guillaume Tell, directed by Alberto Zedda and  broadcasted live in 26 Countries.   
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
